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BARK PARK GENERAL INFORMATION
This park offers an enclosed area for large and small dogs to roam, exercise and socialize with other pets.  The park has separate fenced areas designated for large and small dogs.  There is also an area designated for agility training.  The dog park is open daily from dawn to dusk year round, weather and turf conditions permitting.  Strict Rules and Regulations will be enforced to provide a safe environment for all to enjoy.

Tips for users to ensure a successful community dog park:

First time users should consider coming at off-peak times for their initial visit.  At times the park can become quite crowded so if you are unsure of how your dog will react to the current conditions don’t put pressure on your dog by forcing it into what it thinks is a threatening situation.  Instead come back when the park is less crowded. 
 If entering or leaving the off-leash area, do not enter the double-gated transition area if there is already someone in that area.  This will eliminate the possibility of both gates being open at the same time.  Owners should use the transition area for leashing and unleashing your dogs.  This eliminates dogs from feeling threatened by being leashed around other unleashed dogs.  

Be sure to move away from the entrance area upon entering the park.  Dogs naturally will want to greet new dogs entering the park, this will keep the traffic flowing and allow the new coming dog to not feel as threatened.  

We all should help enforce all the rules and always be considerate of others and YOUR dog park will be a healthy, education, and enjoyable place to take our beloved animals.  ALWAYS SCOOP YOUR DOG’S POOP!  Bags are provided and this complaint is the most common among dog park opposition.   Please utilize the provided bags to pick up after your dog, clean up after all other waste.  We want our park to be clean and safe for our pets, so before you discard something on the ground please ask yourself, “would I want my child or dog to eat this?” It is our responsibility to keep this area clean, should we not keep our park clean and safe it is up to the discretion of Williston Parks and Recreation District to close the park. 

This dog park was a project started by community members and funded by donations from the community!  The park is named after a young boy, Jayce Kringen, who at the age of six was diagnosed with cancer.  While undergoing treatments in Rochester, the dog park there was one of his motivations to keep going, and upon returning home he, at age 7, asked the question why Williston didn’t have a dog park.  He then started the process of raising money for this park!  Thank you to everyone who made Jayce’s dream come true!  Please help us keep the park clean for the entire community to enjoy!
